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I. RESPONSIBILITY 
 
The general supervision of the student activities is vested in the responsibilities of the Vice 
President of Student Affairs with specific responsibility of the Director of Student Development 
and assigned duties to the Coordinator of Student Activities. 
 

II. BUDGET PROCESS 
 
a. All student organizations must be approved by the President or his designee before they can 

be considered as officially recognized by the College. The Student Activities Board (SAB) is 
recognized as the organization representing the student body. 
 

b. Expenditures from student fees for student activities shall be according to a budget 
prepared jointly by students and College staff and approved by the President. Sponsors shall 
be appointed for Student activities so financed. 

 
c. Student organizations not so financed may be permitted on campus with faculty or staff 

advisors and under rules of the Board of Trustees. 
 
d. All College-approved organizations and clubs are required to deposit monies accruing to 

such organizations and clubs with Financial Services, to be accounted for as agency funds.  In 
this case, all monies collected shall be deposited with the College and withdrawals made 
upon requisition of the organization and approved by faculty sponsors. 

 
e. Any and all fund-raising activities conducted on behalf of any and all programs or activities 

of the College must be conducted with the full knowledge of the President's Office and the 
office of the Executive Vice President.  The fund-raising activities must be conducted in a 
way in which the College can be in a position to give a full accounting of all funds and 
benefits provided.
