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I. PURPOSE 
 
To establish procedures for the billing of fees and collecting of accounts receivable. 
 

II. RESPONSIBILITY 
 
The billing and collection of accounts receivable is under the general supervision of the 
Executive Vice President, specific responsibility of the Controller, Financial Services and duties 
assigned to the Bursar. 

 
III. BACKGROUND 

 
Veterans and other eligible students receiving benefits under law, rules or policy shall be 
entitled to one 60-day deferment in payment of fees in each academic year, and an additional 
deferment each time there is a delay in receipt of their benefits. 
 
When the College has a written promise of payment from an approved business, industry, 
supplies may be deferred up to 60 days but not beyond ten days before the end of the term.
